Airman Robert Bozdech
stumbled across the tiny German shepherd - whom he named Ant - after being shot down on a
daring mission over enemy lines. Unable to desert his charge, Robert hid Ant inside his jacket as he
escaped. In the months that followed, the pair would save each other’s lives countless times as they
flew together with Bomber Command. And though Ant was eventually grounded due to injury, he
refused to abandon his duty, waiting patiently beside the runway for his master’s return from every
sortie, and refusing food and sleep until they were reunited. By the end of the war Robert and Ant

had become British war heroes, and Ant was justly awarded the Dickin Medal, the "Animal VC".

He and his Czech pals were flying for France against
the Nazis, and Bozdech took Antis up for flights because he was worried that he might have to land

on some airfield different from the one he had departed from.
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
