Unfortunately, though the
actress reading the poems may very well be talented in her own right, | do not believe that she was
a good choice for reading Dickinson’s poetry. The voice of the actress is rather too high-pitched,
very chirpy and often borders on being nauseating in its exuberance. An actress with a deeper voice
in the lower range of the female vocal register would certainly have been preferable. Someone with
a voice like that of Judy Dench or Helen Mirren would have been ideal. Besides, the interpretation of
the poems also lacks understanding of Dickinson’s character. Sad and troubling poems are being
read in a shallow and rather silly tone which | could not take seriously. It was very difficult for me to
