Despite the
five centuries that have passed since da Vinci lived, Shlain marshals evidence to show the scope of
his genius resulted from the unique physiology of his brain that allowed him to achieve all he did in
both art and science.Shlain’s book on da Vinci follows from the spirit of the author’s previous books,
most notably The Alphabet Versus the Goddess: The Conflict Between Word and Image and Art &
Physics: Parallel Visions in Space, Time, and Light. Taken together, the three books examine the
way alphabetic literacy reconfigured the human brain and brought about profound changes in
history, religion, and gender relations; review the ways art interprets the visible world while science
