It's a
great look into their life as inventors and people.This is a small-trim, landscape-sized paperback
with 128 pages, which makes it a nice coffee table-style book or gift. There is a short introduction
that summarizes the history of the brothers and their accomplishments and then the book launches
into the pictures. Each photograph is given its own page with a caption facing it. The captions are all
very informative and interesting and follow the story chronologically as Wilbur and Orville start their

experiments in 1900 and then rise to fame in the decade to come as the fathers of flight.
